Your Son, Scouting, and You

As a parent, you want your son to grow up to be a person of worth, a self-reliant, dependable, and
caring individual. Scouting has these same goals in mind for him. Since 1910, we have been weaving
lifetime values into fun and educational activities designed to assist parents in strengthening character,
good citizenship and physical fitness in youth.

Scouting IS family values. However, Cub Scout age boys do not join just to build character. Boys join
Cub Scouting because it is fun!

Statistics show that over the long term, boys and youngmenwho K @S SELISNA Sy OSR { O2 dzi .
are more likely to have success in school, career and family, as well as stronger ethics and better
relationships with others. For example:

U Boys with five or more years in Scouting (98%) are more likely to graduate from high school than
those who never were Scouts (83%).
Former Scouts (40%) are also more likely to be college graduates than non-Scouts (16%).
Thirty-three percent of men who were Scouts for five years or more have household incomes of
$50,000 or more, compared to 17% of non-Scouts.

The Cub ScoutProgram

Tiger Cub Program

First Grade

Tiger Cubs, with their adult partners, work together to do family activities. Den \
meeting activities, which should include participation of the adult partner, are planned
around the monthly theme. Activities might include playing games, making TIGER CUB

handicrafts, taking field trips, and practicing simple skits or songs in preparation for
the next pack meeting. At the end of the school year, late May, the Tiger Cubs graduate and become
part of a Wolf Cub Scout den.

Each boy/adult team is a member of a Tiger Cub den that:
U Has three to eight boy/adult partner teams.

U Meets at least twice each month in a den meeting.
U Has one outing a month, called a Go See It.
U Attends the monthly pack meetings.

Each pack has a Tiger Cub Den Leader
U This person plans and carries out a year-round program of activities for the Tiger Cub den.
U Each month, the den leader works with a different boy/adult partner team to plan the two
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shared leadership.

Second thru Fifth Grades

Your boy is a member of a den that:

Has four to eight boys.

Wolf and Bear Cub Scout den meetings are also planned around a monthly theme and include playing
games, making handicrafts, taking hikes and pursuing other outdoor fun, practicing
skits and stunts in preparation for the Pack Meeting and taking part in
simple ceremonies and songs. Sometimes, work on advancements
requirements is included. When Bear Cub Scouts have completed
third grade and reached 10 years old, they become Webelos Scouts.

Webelos Scout dens have a different program from that of the rest of the Pack. Webelos Scouts work
on activity badges in one of 20 different interest areas at each of den meetings.
Webelos Scouts have opportunities for overnight campouts and joint activities with a
Boy Scout Troop. One of the main purposes of the Webelos den is prepare boys for
Boy Scouts.




The Cub Scout Pack
Your boy is a member of a Pack which:

Is made up of one or more dens.
Meets once a month at the Pack meeting - all Tiger Cub and Cub Scout families are expected to
participate.
U Our Pack meetings are normally on the third Monday of every month during the school year and
are held at Butler Elementary School.
The Pack meeting is led by the Cubmaster.
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Pack meetings have games, skits, songs, ceremonies, and presentation of badges that boys
earned that month.

Our pack is run by the Pack Committee:
U Made up of den leaders, pack leaders, the pack trainer, and all parents.

U We meet once a month or more often if needed.

U Led by acommittee chairman.

U The committee selects leadership, finds meeting places, performs record keeping, manages pack
finances, orders badges, maintains pack equipment, helps train leaders, and recognizes leaders.

Every pack is under the supervision of the Pack Committee. This committee consists of a minimum of
three members each of whom meets these requirements: agrees to abide by the Scout Oath and Law; to
respect and obey the laws of the United States of America, and to subscribe to the Boy Scouts of
America (BSA) statement of religious principle. Is of good character, is 21 years of age or older, is
selected by the chartered organization, and is a registered leader of the BSA.

Our Pack is owned by a Chartered Organization
U Charter Organizations include schools, parent-school organizations, religious organizations,
service clubs, and other organizations interested in youth.
U Our Charter Organization approves leadership, helps secure a meeting place, and keeps pack

How Can You Help
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readymade book of age-appropriate activities that you and your son will enjoy doing together. When he

completes an activity or project, it is your responsibility to sign his book that he has done his best. Your

role as a parent is the secret of success of the Cub Scout program! Attend the monthly pack meeting to

help celebrate his achievement.

The den and the pack also rely on parent participation to run a successful program. The Cub Scout

program operates through volunteer leadership. Consider volunteering as a member of the pack
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service to others. By volunteering in Scouting, you are also giving your son the gift of your time. What

could be more valuable? You will have an opportunity to be a positive influence in the life of him and

his friends.

Den Leader(s)
Leads the den at weekly den and monthly pack meetings. Attends the monthly pack committee
meeting.

Cubmaster
Helps plan and carry out the pack program with the help of the pack committee. Emcees monthly pack
meeting and attends the pack committee meeting.

Pack Committee
Pack committee members (positions listed below) perform administrative functions of the pack. Meets
monthly.

Committee Chairman
Presides at all pack committee meetings. Helps recruit adult leaders. Also attends pack meetings.

Treasurer
Keeps all records for the pack, including pack bank account, financial records, etc. Attends pack
meetings and pack committee meetings.

Advancement Chairman
Maintains advancement records for the pack. Orders and obtains all badges and insignia. Attends pack
meetings and pack committee meetings.

Pack Trainer
Coordinates Fast Start training for adults. Organizes the Tiger Cub dens. Promotes leader training and
roundtable meeting attendance.

Parent Helpers

Assist with a short-term project in the den or pack. May include coordinating pack money-earning
projects, service projects, conservation projects, field trips or outings, blue and gold banquet, day camp,
pinewood derby, pack overnight camping, or field day events.




Cub Scout Advancement

The responsibility for a boy's advancement in Cub Scouting lies primarily with the family, not with the
Pack. Some advancement requirements are done at Den meetings, but most are completed at home
with the family.

All boys, regardless of age, earn the Bobcat badge first, by learning the
Cub Scout Promise, Law of the Pack, handshake, salute, sign, motto,
and leaning of WEBELOS. After receiving the Bobcat badge, the boys
work on requirements based on their grade level. See more Bobcat
information on page 11.

Boys in first grade or age 7 are part of a Tiger Cub program. They work
closely with their adult partner to accomplish activities in their
handbook. Recognition is immediate. Beads are presented at a Den or
Pack meeting and worn on a totem. After completing all 15 parts of
the five achievements, the Tiger Cub has earned the Tiger Cub badge.
See more Tiger Cub information on page 12.

A Cub Scout who has completed first grade (or is age 8) works on
twelve achievements to earn the Wolf badge. After he earns his Wolf
badge, a boy may work on electives in different interest areas until he
is old enough to begin work on the next rank. For every ten electives
he completes, the boy earns an Arrow Point. The boy may earn as
many Arrow Points as he wishes. See more Wolf information on page
13.

A Cub Scout who has completed the second grade (or is age 9) works
to complete 12 of 24 achievements to earn the Bear badge. After he
earns his Bear badge, a boy may work on electives in different interest
areas until he is old enough to begin work on the next rank. For every
ten electives he completes, the boy earns an Arrow Point. The boy
may earn as many Arrow Points as he wishes. See more Bear
information on page 14.

When a Cub Scout has completed the third grade (or is ten years old)
he joins a Webelos den, led by an adult Webelos leader. The boy
works on requirements for the Webelos badge, twenty activity badges,
and the Arrow of Light Award. The Arrow of Light Award is the highest
award in Cub Scouting!

Camping and outdoor programs are an important part of the nineteen
month Webelos program. In February of a Webelos Scout's fifth grade
year, he graduates from Cub Scouting into the adventure of Boy
Scouting at a graduation ceremony. Every boy deserves an
opportunity to be a Boy Scout. See more Webelos and Arrow of Light
information on pages 15 thru 17.




Bobcat Badge

All boys, regardless of age, earn the Bobcat rank first. After receiving the Bobcat
badge, the boys work on requirements based on their grade level.

To earn the Bobcat rank the new Cub Scout must do the following:

The above items are the basic information that ALL Cub Scouts must learn which is why EVERYoy who
enters into Cub Scouting MUSTearn the Bobcat badge.




Tiger Badge

Tiger Cubs is an exciting program for first-grade boys and an adult partner. Tiger Cub e
dens typically meet twice per month (plus the Pack meeting), and follow the Tiger Cub @
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members, and each family takes turns hosting a meeting or outing. Each meeting is

based on a theme that the group selects in advance, which is found in the Tiger Cub

Handbook.

The Tiger Cub Den Leader (one adult member of the den) leads the Tiger Cub den. Tiger Cubs take part
in the monthly Pack meetings, where all of the dens and their families come together for fun,
recognition, and fellowship.

As he completes each Achievement, he is awarded a bead at a den or pack meeting which is hung from
the totem.

U He earns a WHITEbead for each required FAMIL Yactivity.

U He earns an ORANGBead for each required DENactivity.

U He earns a BLACHKuead for each required GO SEE HBctivity.

After completing the fifteen Achievements, the Tiger Cub is awarded the Tiger Cub Patch. The patch is
sewn on the Blue Cub Scout Uniform shirt.

Also, after completing the achievements, the Tiger Cub can be awarded Tiger Track Beads, which are
YELLOW disks attached to the Totem. One bead is awarded for each group of TEN Electives the Tiger
Cub completes. A boy can work on both Achievements and electives concurrently, but he can't receive
Tiger Track beads until he has earned the Tiger Cub badge.




Wolf Badge

A Cub Scout who has completed first grade (or is age 8) works on twelve achievements
to earn the Wolf badge. After he earns his Wolf badge, a boy may work on electives in
different interest areas until he crosses over to the next rank. For every ten electives he
completes, the boy earns an Arrow Point. The boy may earn as many Arrow Points as he
wishes. The Wolf Scout works out of a Wolf Rank Book. The Wolf Rank and Electives are
awarded at a Pack Meeting in a special ceremony.

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The Wolf Scout is awarded a Progress Toward Ranks totem. It's a diamond with a plastic
thong attached and a gold bead attached to one end. It is worn on the button of the right
shirt pocket. Each time the boy completes three achievements he will receive another gold
bead. After he gets his fourth gold bead, he will receive his Wolf badge at a pack meeting.
The red Progress Toward Ranks Beads are awarded during progress advancing to the Bear
badge.




Bear Badge

A Cub Scout who has completed second grade (or is age 9) works on twelve achievements

out of the Bear book to earn the Bear badge. To earn the Bear badge, a Cub Scout must

complete 12 achievements out of a possible 24 that are offered in the book. The BEAR
achievements are grouped in four major areas, GOD COUNTRYAMILYand SELF

Within each group, a required number of achievements must be completed, as indicated

below. Just like in the Wolf Rank, once the Bear rank has been earned, a Bear Cub Scout may work on
electives until he crosses over to the next rank. Also, any achievements that he does NOT use to earn
the Bear Badge may be used toward Arrow Points.

Just like the Wolf rank, during progress advancing to the Bear rank, a Bear Cub Scout earns
Progress Toward Ranks Beads. After the first three achievements, the Bear Scout is awarded a
Progress Toward Ranks totem. It's a diamond with a plastic thong attached and a red bead :
attached to one end. Itis worn on the button of the right shirt pocket. Each time the boy :
completes three achievements he will receive another red bead. After he gets his fourth red .
bead, he will receive his Bear badge at a pack meeting.




Webelos Badge

The Webelos program is a two year program for fourth and fifth grade boys. In both
years, they work toward earning Webelos Activity Pins in twenty different areas, arranged
in five categories. Fourth grade boys work toward the Webelos badge. After earning the
Webelos badge, boys work toward the Compass Point Emblem patch and up to three _—
metal Compass Points as they earn additional Webelos Activity Pins and progress toward earning the
Arrow of Light. The Webelos rank is a transitional program from Cub Scouts to Boy Scouts. It helps boys
to become familiar with some of the differences of the Boy Scout program so they may be better
prepared once they cross over to a Boy Scout Troop.

As with all Cub Scout ranks, you must first earn the Bobcat badge to be eligible to work for this award.
Also, your Webelos Den Leader will now sign off your activities (your parent or guardian does not sign
off the activities as they did when you were a Wolf or Bear).

The Webelos Badge is earned by:

1. Have an adult member of your family read the Webelos Scout Parent Guide that comes with the
Webelos Handbook.

2. Be an active member of your Webelos Den for 3 months. (Active means having good
attendance and working on Den projects).

3. Know and explain the meaning of the Webelos badge.

4. Point out the three special parts of the Webelos Scout uniform. Tell when to wear the uniform
and when not to wear it.

5. Earn the Citizen and Fitness activity badges and two other activity badges from different activity
badge groups.

6. Plan and lead a flag ceremony in your Den that includes the US flag.

7. Show that you know and understand the requirements to be a Boy Scout.
a. Demonstrate the Scout salute, Scout sign, and Scout handshake. Explain when you
would use them.
b. Explain the Scout Oath, Scout Law, Scout motto, and Scout slogan
c. Explain and agree to follow the Outdoor Code.
8. Faith
After completing the rest of requirement 8, do these (a, b, and ¢):
a. Know: Tell what you have learned about faith.
b. Commit: Tell how these faith experiences help you live your duty to God. Name one
faith practice that you will continue to do in the future.
c. Practice: After doing these requirements, tell what you have learned about your beliefs.

And do one of these (d OR e):

d. Earn the Religious Emblem of your faith OR
e. Do two of these:




I. Attend the church, synagogue, mosque, or other religious organization of your
choice, talk with your religious Leader about your beliefs, and tell your family
and Webelos Den Leader about what you learned.

ii. Tell how your religious beliefs fit in with the Scout Oath and Scout Law. Discuss
this with your family and Webelos Den Leader: What character-building traits do
your beliefs and the Scout Oath and Scout Law have in common?

iii.  With your religious Leader, discuss and write down two things you think will
help you draw nearer to God. Do these things.

iv. Pray to God or meditate reverently each day as taught by your family, and by
your church, synagogue, or religious group. Do this for at least one month.

v. Under the direction of your religious Leader, do an act of service for someone
else. Talk about your service with your family and Webelos Den Leader. Tell
them how it made you feel.

vi. List at least two ways you believe you have lived according to your religious
beliefs.

Arrow of Light

The Arrow of Light is the highest award a Cub Scout can earn, and the only
award earned as a Cub Scout that can be worn on the Boy Scout uniform.

1. Be active in your Webelos den for at least six months since completing the fourth grade (or for
at least six months since becoming 10 years old), and earn the Webelos badge.
2. Show your knowledge of the requirements to become a Boy Scout by doing all of these:

a.

Repeat from memory and explain in your own words the Scout Oath or Promise and the
12 points of the Scout Law. Tell how you have practiced them in your everyday life.
Give and explain the Scout motto, slogan, sign, salute, and handclasp.

Understand the significance of the Scout badge. Know its parts and tell what each
stands for.

Tell how a Boy Scout uniform is different from a Webelos Scout uniform.

Tie the joining knot (square knot).

3. Earn flve more activity badges in addition to the three you already earned for the Webelos
badge. These mustinclude:

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5. With your Webelos den visit at least one Boy Scout troop meeting, and one Boy Scout-oriented
outdoor activity.

6. Participate in a Webelos overnight campout or day hike.

7. After you have completed all five of the above requirements and after a talk with your Webelos
den leader, arrange to visit, with your parent or guardian, a meeting of a Boy Scout troop you
think you might like to join. Have a conference with the Scoutmaster. During the conference
complete and have the Scoutmaster sign a "Join Boy Scouting" application. Return this to your
Cubmaster.

Because this award is so special, there is traditionally a special ceremony held by the Pack to recognize
those Scouts that have achieved it.




Cub Scout Awards

Cub Scouts Academics and Sports Program

The Cub Scout Academics and Sports program complements the scouting program by providing
opportunities for scouts to improve scholarship, develop sportsmanship, and explore new games while
collecting Cub Scout belt loops and pins. The emphasis of the program is to try new things and to put
forth a best effort, not of achieving proficiency or winning. This program is one method of addressing
the third aim of Scouting: the development of physical, mental and emotional fitness. Fitness includes
the body (well-tuned and healthy), the mind (able to think and solve problems), and the emotions (self-
control, courage, and self-respect).

Cub Scouts of all ages from Tiger Cubs to Webelos can participate in the Cub Scout Academics and
Sports program and earn a belt loop or pin for each activity. Activities can be done individually, in the
Den, or as a Pack. (Archery and BB-Gun Shooting can only be earned through a certified instructor, not
at a den or pack level.) A scout participating on school teams or other organized teams may use those
activities to fulfill requirements of this scouting program

Activities are divided into two categories: Academics and Sports. Each category has many skills and
activities from which Scouts may choose. The Cub Scout belt loop and pin program encourages a boy to
do his best while learning skills and promoting good sportsmanship.

There are currently 23 sports activity areas: Archery, BB Gun Shooting, Badminton, Baseball,
Basketball, Bicycling, Bowling, Fishing, Flag Football, Fitness, Golf, Gymnastics, Ice Skating,
Marbles, Roller Skating, Snow Ski and Board Sports, Soccer, Softball, Swimming, Table
Tennis, Tennis, Ultimate, Volleyball.

And, 17 academics activity areas: Art, Astronomy, Chess, Citizenship, Collecting,
Communicating, Computers, Geography, Geology, Heritages, Language & Culture, Map &
Compass, Mathematics, Music, Science, Weather, Wildlife Conservation.

A variety of recognition items are available for the scouts participating in this program.

e Belt loops are awarded to scouts completing the three belt loop requirements in an academic
subject or sport. Academic belt loops are gold, and Sports belt loops are silver, except for the
Archery and BB-gun Shooting belt loops, which are brass colored. Belt loops are worn on the
Cub Scout belt.




e Pins are awarded to scouts that continue participating in an academics or sports area and meet
the specific requirements for each pin. Pins typically require completion of the corresponding
belt loop requirements plus 5 or 6 more challengmg requirements.
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e The Academic and Sports letter can be used to display pins on a sweater, jacket, or patch vest.
These Academics and Sports pins are NOT attached to the Cub Scout uniforms. The letter is
simply a display device and is not earned. It can be acquired through the local Scout Shop.

Other Awards
There are various other awards that a Scout can earn. Some of the more common ones are listed below.
The Pack 64 website contains links to these and many of the other awards available by rank.

Outdoor Activity Award

Cub Scouts at all levels from Tiger to Webelos can earn the Outdoor Activity Award. When the award is
first earned, the scout receives the pocket flap award, worn on the right pocket flap of his uniform. In
each additional year that he earns the award, a wolf track pin is attached to the flap. Successive years
should build on skills and experiences from earlier years, having the scouts participate in more extensive

activities.



Centennial Quality Unit Award

The Centennial Quality Awards program is designed to recognize units, districts, councils, areas, and
regions for achieving excellence in providing a quality program to a growing youth population in America
at all levels of the Boy Scouts of America.

Cub Scout World Conservation Award

The World Conservation Award provides an opportunity for individual Cub Scouts to 'think globally' and
‘act locally' to preserve and improve our environment. This program is designed to make youth
members aware that all nations are closely related through natural resources and that we are
interdependent with our world environment. The Cub Scout version of the World Conservation Award
can be earned by Wolf, Bear, or Webelos Scouts, but not by Tigers.

National Summertime Pack Award

A pack can qualify for the National Summertime Pack Award by planning and conducting three pack
activities - one each in June, July, and August. This award can be an incentive for greater attendance at
your summer pack activities. Individual scouts that participate in all three pack events can receive the
National Summertime Pack Award pin. Starting in 2008, there is a different color pin for each Cub Scout
rank so earning the pin each year has more incentive.

BSA Family Award

The BSA Family Award program offers activities to help strengthen all families - whether two-parent,
single-parent, or nontraditional. This program helps families accomplish worthy goals while building and
strengthening relationships among family members. All family members are encouraged to participate
and may earn the award.

Religious Award

To encourage members to grow stronger in their faith, religious groups have developed religious
emblems programs. The Boy Scouts of America has approved of these programs and allows the
emblems to be worn on the official uniform. The various religious groups administer the programs.
Once earned, the award is generally presented by the church or religious group but may also be
recognized by the Scout unit at an event such as a Court of Honor or Troop meeting or Pack meeting.
This award may be earned as a youth, or presented to an adult that is nominated. For each faith, a
specific set of requirements is published and is established by the religious faith and not by BSA.

Leave No Trace Cub Award

Leave No Trace is a plan that helps people to be more concerned about their environment and to help
them protect it for future generations. Leave No Trace applies in a backyard or local park (frontcountry)
as much as it does in the wilderness (backcountry).




Uniform Requirements
Every Scout and adult leader is encouraged to wear a uniform. The BSA uniform identifies a Pack as a
visible force for good and creates a positive image in the community. The uniform is practical attire for
Scouting activities and provides a way for Scouts to proudly display the many badges they have earned.
The components of the official Class A uniform are below. Additionally, Scouts will receive a Pack t-shirt
known as an activity shirt or Class B uniform.
